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A Space-Semantic Study of the Landscape Experience
and the Traffic Behavior

Yoshio NAKAMURA*

The purpose of this essay is to analyze semantically the landscape along the road.
First, a clear definition is placed on the meaning of space in the field of visual psycholo-
gy. Next, the perceptual condition of topographical space is presented based on its
manipulative meaning through analyzing the traditional way of appreciating the Japanese
classical landscape. The conclusion is that the virtual behavior in the space is of great
significance in the experience of meaning. With this conclusion, here is discussed the
relationship between the symbolic meaning of the landscape along the road and it’s
perspective image.
